Number of potential credits in 4 years of high school and minus 4 = number of credits
needed to graduate from RRHS and a passing score on the Reading and Mathematics
sections of the NC Competency test and a passing score on the Computer literacy and
Reference test.

Transfer student promotion standards

Students who transfer to RRHS from a school that is on another alternative schedule
present unique opportunities related to graduation requirements. State testing mandates
are required; however, a credit formula has been established to establish equity.

English as a Second Language (ESL)

Students must complete a Home Language Survey when enrolling in the school system. If
they answer “yes” to any of the four questions on the survey, they are screened to
determine their level of English proficiency. Instruction is provided to the students
according to their proficiency level, and modifications are made in all classrooms. This
provided an education that is not compromised because of a language barrier.

Additional Guidelines

® Seniors who may need to make up a deficiency can not take two required English
courses for credit during the same year except with approval by administration.

® If membership in certain classes must be limited, it will be done on the basis of
seniority, preparation, and need.

® A senior, after repeating 12" grade once, may only take those courses necessary for
him/her to graduate and shall not be allowed to remain on campus at other times
during the school day.



Credit from Other Institutions

No unit of credit will be accepted from an institution that is not accredited by its
regional or state accreditation agency without validation by testing acceptable to the high
school administration and in accordance with the policies of the Roanoke Rapids Graded
School District.

Summer School

Because remediation opportunities, including the Learning Center, will be made
available during the course of the regular school year, Roanoke Rapids High School
summer school will meet only upon availability of funds.



Minimum Admission Requirements for the 16 Institutions of the University
of North Carolina System

Students who may desire to apply for admission to any of the 16 state-supported
universities must meet the minimum course requirements; in addition, each institution may
have other requirements. Prospective applicants should consult the university’s admissions
catalog in the counseling center or contact the university’s admissions office.

The minimum course requirements are as follows: four units of English; three units
of science, including at least one unit in life or biological science, at least one unit in a
physical science, and at least one laboratory class; two units of social studies, one of which
must be United States History; and four units of math, including Algebra I, Algebra II, and
Geometry. If Algebra I is taken in the eighth grade, then a higher-level math course, for
which Algebra Il is a prerequisite, is also required.

It is recommended that prospective students complete at least two units in one
foreign language and take one foreign language course unit and one math unit in the
twelfth grade.

North Carolina Academic Scholars Program

To earn recognition as a North Carolina Academic Scholar, a student must
complete the course of study which follows and have a four-year grade average of B or
higher: four units of English; four units of math (Algebra I, Geometry, Algebra II, or one
unit of advanced math for which Algebra II is a prerequisite OR Integrated Mathematics I,
IL, III, and a higher level math course with Integrated Mathematics III as a prerequisite;
three units of science (Biology, a Chemistry or Physics, and an Earth and Environmental
course); three units of social studies (Civics/Economics, U.S. History, and World History);
two units of Foreign Language (two units of the same language); one unit of Health and
Physical Education; one Arts Education, and four elective credits to include at least one
second level or advance course. At least 24 units are required.



Grading System

Two grading periods per semester, constitutes a semester. At three week intervals
of each grading period, a progress report will be issued to all students. These reports are
issued by the subject teachers and require a parent’s signature.

Report cards are issued at the end of each grading period. Along with grades and
teacher comments, the reports inform the student and parents of the student’s cumulative
academic standing as well as class attendance for each course. Report cards are presented
to students five school days after the end of the grading period unless that day falls on a
Friday. In such cases, report cards are issued the following Monday.

Summary of Standards for Calculating Weighted Grade Point
Average and Class Rank

Calculations of weighted grade point averages and class rank are based on a
standardization of (1) academic course levels; (2) grading scale, and (3) the weighting of
course grades. The class rank is based on a weighted grade point average in which one
quality point is added to passing grades earned in advanced/honors courses and two quality
points are added to passing grades earned in advanced placement courses.

Academic Course Levels and Associated Weights

Basic/Introduction to.../Standard:

Course content, pace, and academic rigor follow standards specified by the North
Carolina Standard Course of Study (NCSCS) with occasional content enrichment where
appropriate. Such courses provide credit toward a high school diploma and require end-
of-course testing where available.

Advanced/Honors:

Course content, pace, and academic rigor put high expectations on the student and
surpass standards specified by NCSCS. Such courses demand a greater independence and
responsibility. The courses provide credit toward a high school diploma and require end-
of-course testing where available. The state weighting system adds the equivalent of one
quality point to the grade earned in such courses.




Advanced Placement:

Course content, pace, and academic rigor are college level as adopted by the College
Board. Such courses are geared to enable students to pass the advanced placement (AP)
test. They provide credit toward a high school diploma and, in cases where the AP course
is the first course taken by a student in a subject, an end-of-course test is required if one is
offered in the subject. The state weighting system adds the equivalent of two quality points
to the grade earned in an AP course.

Grading Scale

The conversion of grades to quality points is standardized according to the following
scale:

Courses Eligible for Weighting

Courses eligible for weighting include ninth-grade (except Algebra I) and higher-
level courses that fall into one of the following three categories:

1. 1 point - honors sections of standard-level academic courses (provided that the
standard level of the course is also offered at the high school)

2. 1 point - pre-calculus (advanced mathematics) and foreign language courses beyond
the second-year level; such courses are considered to be inherently
advanced

3. 2 points - all AP courses

Remedial courses and vocational courses are not eligible for weighting.



Tests and Examinations

Tests are given periodically during the school year, and examinations are given at
the end of each semester. Regulations regarding exams are as follows:

1.

All students are required to take first-semester exams in full-year courses.

Exemption from final-semester exams is possible for students who qualify under
the Attendance Incentive/Exam Exemption Plan.

Students must take exams at the regularly scheduled exam period time unless
permission is obtained from the principal or assistant principal.

A student who is absent from an exam will be permitted to take the exam at a
later time set by the subject teacher.

No major assignments and no major tests will be administered during the week
(five school days) prior to the beginning of semester exams.

The exam exemption policy applies only to exams, not state-mandated end-course
tests.



Withdrawal Procedures

A student who wishes to withdraw officially from school must present to the
counseling center a written note from the parent or legal guardian verifying permission to
withdraw. Students who are transferring to another school should include in the note the
name and address of the school to which they are transferring. The secretary in the
counseling center will provide the student with a Pupil Withdrawal Form to be taken to
each subject teacher and the media center. Upon completion, the form is to be returned by
the student to the counseling center secretary for conclusion of the withdrawal process.

The student should clean out the assigned locker and return all books and materials
while securing teacher signatures on the Pupil Withdrawal Form. Failure to clear such
matters or to pay any fees owed will require that the school hold all records until
fulfillment of all responsibilities is complete; likewise, admission to the summer school
program and/or enrollment for the following school year will be delayed if the student
chooses to seek such admission and/or enrollment.

Withdrawal of Students Because of Absences

After ten consecutive days of unlawful absences, a student 16 or older is withdrawn
from membership. Students under 16 will be referred to the district attendance officer. It
is the responsibility of the student and parent to notify the school in cases of consecutive
absences that may be considered lawful.

Procedures for Schedule Changes

Students are encouraged to make final decisions on course selections for the next
school year during spring registration. Once classes are set, changes in student schedules
may be impossible due to full class loads or other conflicts.

If there is evidence that a student is misplaced (the fact that a student is failing a
course does not in itself constitute evidence of misplacement), the teacher must recommend
the change and cite evidence for it in writing. A student will be held responsible for work
missed in courses added. If a course is dropped, a student will receive a grade of 69 or the
grade actually earned, whichever is lower. The principal or his designee must approve any
change(s).

Exam Exemption Plan

Students may be eligible for exam exemptions from non-EOC exams based upon
attendance, behavior and academic performance.
Exam exemptions are not allowed for classes that have a state mandated EOC test or a
VOCATS test. Any student must have proficiency in each of these areas before
graduating.

A (93-100) 4 or Less Absences/3 or Fewer Tardies No out of school suspensions
B (85-92) 3 or Less Absences/3 or Fewer Tardies No out of school suspensions
C (77-84) 2 or Less Absences/3 or Fewer Tardies No out of school suspensions

If you want to be exempt from final exams you must:

1. Meet attendance and grade requirements.
2. Have no suspensions or in-school suspensions.
3. Have paid all damaged/lost book or materials fees prior to exam date.

Note: All students enrolled in courses with EOC or VOCATS must take final exams,
which count 25% of the end of course final grade.
